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1. Introduction


This is a template to prepare the full paper manuscript for the 13th International Conference on Fracture, which will be held at Beijing, China, June 16–21, 2013.
The total number of pages should be less than 10 including figures, tables and references. The full text should be written in English. Use correct, clear, reader-friendly English and write concisely.
2. Typesetting
Use Microsoft Word. Upper and lower case letters are to be used throughout. Single line spacing is to be observed throughout and all paragraphs full justified (left and right). All textual elements should begin flush left, with no paragraph indents. One return should be placed after every element such as title, headings, paragraph, and figure captions. Automatic page numbering or footnoting features can be used. Use Times New Roman font thorough the whole text. Be sure not to use two-byte fonts, which are typical of Japanese, Chinese, and Korean language kits. Two-byte fonts are often unintentionally typed as spaces between words, figures, tables, and symbols.
2.1. Page Set

Use an A4 size format (297 mm×210 mm in height and width).
(2)
The margins are Top: 25 mm, Bottom: 25 mm, Left: 20 mm, and Right: 20 mm.

2.2. Title and author information

Use 14 pt. Bold Times New Roman for the title.
(2)
The title should be flush-centered.
(3)
The names should be written with 14 pt. Bold Times New Roman.
(4)
The presenting author must be underlined.
(5)
Do not abbreviate the first and last names. Only the middle names can be written with initials.
(6)
Attach a superscript natural number (1, 2, 3, …) at the end of each author's name to identify the affiliation. The same superscript must be used for the same affiliation.

(7)
Use 10 pt. Times New Roman for the affiliations.

(8)
The author names and affiliations should be flush-centered.

(9)
Write a superscript natural number (1, 2, 3, …) before each affiliation.

(10)
The affiliation should contain (i) the name of university, company, organization or institute and country and (ii) the e-mail address of, only, the corresponding author.

2.3. Main text

(1)
Headings should be numbered.

(2)
Write the major headings with 14 pt. Bold Times New Roman.
(3)
Write the sub-headings with 12 pt. Bold Times New Roman.
(4)
Write the sub- sub-headings with 12 pt. Italic Times New Roman.
(5)
Do NOT use more than three heading levels.
(6)
The body should be written with 12 pt. Times New Roman with single line spacing. 
(7)
Greek symbols are acceptable to denote several physical quantities. Use only standard symbols and abbreviations in text and figure/table illustrations.
(8)
Units should be expressed in the International System of Measurement (SI) or metric system. Where desirable, conversion into a duplicate set of units may be shown in parentheses in text or illustrations.
2.3.1. Equations
Equations placed on a separate line should be centered and numbered consecutively from one without reference to heading level. In Equations, use 12 pt. Times New Roman and Symbol. Use 7 pt. fonts for subscripts and superscripts as follows:
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Any numbered equations must be cited in text as, i.e., (Eq. 1), see Eq. (2), etc.
2.3.2. Figures and tables

Figures and tables are to be arranged in the text as they are to appear in the published proceedings. For this reason, please keep the blank space around figures and tables to a minimum as this will ensure that the content of figures and tables can be reproduced as large as possible. Use large enough lettering so that the smallest elements (i.e. superscript or subscript characters) will be readable when the figure is reduced. The resolution of figures should be at least 300 dpi.
Figures and tables should be centered. Figure captions (Figure 1. Schematic diagram ... ) will be placed bellow the figure, whereas table captions (Table 1. Coefficients ... ) above the table, with 11 pt. Times New Roman. Examples of a Table and a Figure are as follows:

Figures and tables must be cited in text as, i.e., (Table 1), in Fig. 1, etc.
2.4. References

References should be indicated in the text by consecutive numbers in brackets, i.e. [1], [2, 3], [4–6]. Full references should be cited in a numbered list at the end of the manuscript. References should contain the names of all authors of any one paper together with their initials, the article title, the title of the journal (abbreviated if possible in accordance with the World list of Scientific Periodicals), volume number, page numbers, and year, as illustrated below. References to books should contain the publisher’s name and location.
