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Organizer:
The 13th International Conference on Fracture (ICF13) is to be held on June 16–21, 2013. The conference is organized by The Chinese Society of Theoretical and Applied Mechanics, Fracture Group of Hong Kong of China, Chinese Mechanical Engineering Society, Chinese Materials Research Society, Chinese Society of Corrosion and Protection, Chinese Society of Aeronautics and Astronautics, The China Structural Integrity Consortium, and Chinese Society for Metals. Professor Shouwen Yu of Tsinghua University works as the chairman, and Professor Wei Yang (President of National Natural Science Foundation of China) and Professor Tongyi Zhang of Hong Kong University of Science and Technology serve as the co-chairmen. Conference secretaries are Professor Xi-Qiao Feng of Tsinghua University and Professor Yazheng Yang of Chinese Society of Theoretical and Applied Mechanics. The organizing committee has worked for four years to create a successful conference.
Board and Technical plan;
ICF13 has invited an International Scientific Advisory Board consisting of 54 world-famous scholars. 196 influential scientists and engineers working on the frontline of the fields of fracture and the relevant compose the International Scientific Committee and are in charge of the organization and technical standard of the 54 Sessions and 15 Mini-Symposiums on ICF13. These Sessions and Mini-Symposiums are dedicated to the development and innovation in not only the traditional and fundamental topics but also the exciting and edge-cutting arenas—from biomedicine to geophysics, from nano/atomic to macro scales, and from physical to holistic and system modeling.
Honor Lectures and Plenary Lectures: 
In addition to the parallel sessions, ICF13 provides 3 Honor Lectures and 13 Plenary Lectures. The Opening Honor Lecture will be given by Professor Subra Suresh (USA); the Presidential Honour Lecture will be given by Professor Alberto Carpinteri (Italy); the Closing Honor Lecture will be given by Professor Yiu-Wing Mai (Australia). 13 Plenary Lectures will be delivered by Professor James R. Rice (USA), Professor J.W. Hutchinson (USA), Professor Huajian Gao(USA), Professor B. L. Karihaloo (UK), Professor Wei Yang (China), Professor Yuri V. Petrov (Russia), Professor Qingping Sun (Hong Kong, China), Professor Reinhard Pippan (Austria), Professor Peter Gumbsch (Germany), Professor Y. Murakami (Japan), Professor Ashok Saxena (USA), Professor Jun Sun (China), and Professor Wing Kam Liu (USA). Very recently, Professor Wing Kam Liu has cancelled his plenary lecture due to his personal reason.
Abstracts/paper submission and registration:
The abstract submissions of ICF13 began on May, 2012. All submissions were managed through the internet. In six months, ICF13 received 1256 submissions. After peer review, 1154 submissions were finally accepted to be included in the conference program and be orally presented on the conference. 636 full papers will be including in the ICF13 Proceedings in CD-Rom form. The acceptance letters of abstract and full papers were sent on November, 2012 and March, 2013, respectively. The online registration started on February, 2013.910 delegates from 46 counties all over the world  have registered by 6th,June, 2013. The technical program of the conference was published on May 20, 2013. The organizing committee of ICF13 has been prepared to welcome the participants all over the world. It is expected that 900 – 1000 scientists ,engineers and graduate students from about fifty countries will attend the coming ICF13.
Conference Venue
The Conference Venue is the China National Convention Center (CNCC) which is ideally located in the heart of the Olympic Green of Beijing, adjacent to the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest) and the National Aquatics Center (Water Cube).

Abstract /Paper Press

All accepted papers are published in the proceedings of ICF13 in the form of CD-ROM. The proceedings, together with a book of Abstracts, are provided to the participants at registration. Selected papers will be published, after peer review, in some special issues of international journals.
